Earthquake Strengthening Update

Seismic strengthening work was undertaken over the teaching
break in the Hall. The Hall will be available for use by the
school and for the NCEA examinations from the first week this
term. The second stage of the work will be completed over the
summer break.

The Board of Trustees is seeking advice on the proposed
rectification of the Main Block. Currently the proposal is to
complete the first stage of the strengthening over the summer
break. This would raise the seismic capability of the building to
40% of what is required in a new building. The second stage
of the work could bring the building to a higher code. It is
proposed that this work would be completed in the next 3-10
years.

In the meantime the Main Building will remain closed, initial
exploratory work will be completed by the contractor and the
Board of Trustees will continue to seek professional advice
about the proposed rectification of the building.
